Soon after being honorably discharged from the USMC, Mike began his 34 year career
as a top softball and baseball umpire. Since 1975, he has worked NCAA women’s fast
pitch, ASA men’s and JO fast pitch, Colorado HS softball, Colorado HS baseball and
ISC qualifying tournaments. His NCAA work included an average of 25 Mountain
West, Rocky Mountain Athletic and WAC conference games per year. He has worked
6 Conference Championships and NCAA Division II Regionals. Mike has worked
numerous state and regional 18U JO and men’s tournaments. Additionally, he was
selected to work 3 18U JO Nationals and 8 Men’s Nationals. He was awarded the
National Indicator Fraternity in 1988. Mike has been an officer and Executive
Committee member of the Colorado HS Baseball Umpire’s Association for 6 years.

Terry spent 38 years working for the City of Fort Collins Parks and Recreational
Department programming sports activities for adults, youth and persons with
disabilities. He and his staff programmed league and tournaments that averaged 400 to
500 teams each year. His titles included League and Tournament Director, ISC
Northern Colorado Commissioner, Special Olympics Coordinator, Umpire, Field
Maintenance Technician, Sports Leader, Supervisor and Administrator. At the same
time, Terry continued to play, coach and manage men’s fast pitch teams out of Fort
Collins.

His teams have
accomplished 8 fast pitch invitational championships and two state championships.

He
was fast, aggressive and played hard each game. His teams included Loveland A&W,
First National Bank of Fort Collins, County Line Farms, and Mulligans, all out of Fort
Collins. He made the All Tournament Team in big tournaments in El Paso, Texas,
Scottsbluff, Nebraska, and Colorado Springs, Lamar, Fort Morgan and Loveland,
Colorado. His teams were state champions, regional competitors and played in 4 ASA
Nationals and one ISC World Tournament. He would bunt, slap, hit line drives or take a
walk — whatever it took to get on base and challenge the opponent to try to stop him. He
