Hall of Honor

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	All who have been involved with softball in the last 40 years have benefited from the contributions made by Ernie Perez. He started as a player in 1970, then soon moved into administrative and leadership roles. Ernie has been a Director, Executive Director and President of Denver Softball, ASA Deputy Commissioner and organizer for the Rocky Mountain Softball Congress. Ernie also provided his knowledge and skills to players by managing and sponsoring a team called Colorado Reds. He is currently State Director for the National Softball Association. He didn’t care if players played ASA, ISC, USSSA or NSA, he just wanted them to play. Ernie officially worked for Denver but he assisted the City of Englewood with fields and league or tournament assistance whenever asked. His commitment and service to players, umpires, managers and administrators involved with men’s, boys, girls, women’s or COED, fastpitch or slow pitch has made Ernie a friend of softball for 40 years.


Ernie Perez
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	Since 1985, Dan has been one of the best men, women and JO officials Colorado has to offer. In 2003 he was named Jefferson County Outstanding Official and ASA-USA Elite Umpire. He was the 1998 NFIOA Softball Official of the Year (Colorado). He received his National Indicator Fraternity awarded in 2004. For ASA, Dan has worked 10 State, 6 Regional, and 3 National Tournaments. He has been a CHSSUA (High School Softball Umpire) for 24 years and has worked 18 Regionals and 15 State Tournaments including 7 championship games. Additionally, Dan is an NCAA Softball Umpire and a High School Baseball Umpire. For the NCAA, he worked 4-D1 Regionals, 2 D11 Regionals, a D11 National and 9 Conference Tournaments. His HS Baseball officiating included 15 Regionals and 13 State Tournaments including 2 State Championship Games.


Dan Ringsby
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	During the 50’s and 60’s there were a handful of local southeast Colorado young men who developed into a very formidable fastpitch softball team. They developed and played in invitational and state tournaments playing against Colorado’s best with reasonable success but strived to stay local and get better. In 1964, the team named Lamar Farm Supply hit the national stage by finally beating Cotter Corporation (Jim Coppa) for the Southern Colorado State Championship and a place in the World Tournament in Rock Island, Illinois. Their first game was a 0-1 loss in 14 innings, they won the 2nd game 2-1 in 9 innings, then lost to Moline, Illinois to end their 1st of 4 trips to the World Tournament. A.C. Rowan was their lead off hitter, leader, organizer and later co-manager with their #1 pitcher, HOF Vern Mauch. In 1967, they won 4-1 over Utah, lost 0-2 to Ty Stofflet and the Allentown, PA team, won 2-1 over Indiana, then played the 4th game for 22 innings and lost 0-1. Vern set several records that day but one that is still in the book is 44 strikeouts in the 22 innings. After retiring as a player, A.C. coached his son’s team, Valley State Bank. He was also a HS and College basketball referee for 16 years.

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	After completing his baseball career in Pueblo Youth leagues, Pueblo East High School and Southern Colorado State College, Lee began a 16 year fast pitch career at the top level. He was the power hitting first baseman for the top team Pueblo offered in the 70’s and 80’s including Pepsi Cola, Stifino’s, Blue Lady, Pueblo Knights and Pueblo Aztecs. While playing in the prestigious Rocky Mountain Softball Congress Travel League in 1979, Lee hit 9 triples to lead the league. From 1972 through 1984, his team was the Southern Colorado State Champions and played in 10 World Tournaments. During his 17 years playing, Lee accumulated 22 MVP, All-Tourney, All-League or Gold Glove awards. After his playing career, Lee volunteered his  talent by coaching girls softball. In 1993 he was named Head Coach of the Pueblo County High School team. In 1995, his team won the Colorado State 5A Championship and Lee was named Coach of the Year by the Rocky Mountain News and Denver Post.

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	Tim Wolfe began his 33 year playing career in 1974 in Englewood with Drinkwine Mortuary. By 1977 he advanced to the “big time” with JJ Lay Plumbing, catching Herm Edwards. From then through 2006 Tim was the main catcher for some of the finest pitchers in Colorado including Hall of Famers Alan Colglazier, Randy Davenport and Steve McFadden. He was a solid hitter and outstanding catcher. Opposing teams learned that if they tried to steal a base with Tim behind the plate, they were giving up an out. He had such a quick release to 1st base, he caught many runners off the base. His teams were league champions, annual multiple invitational tournament champions, and normally at the top of the State and Regionals. He played in 19 ASA Nationals and was named All-American 3 times. 15 of the 19 Nationals resulted in top 10 finishes. He was the only 3-time Gold Medalist in the Colorado State Games history.
